| had thewonderful opportunity whileat TexasL adies State Cookoff in Seguine, TX tospeak
withoneof the Terlinguaarea snewest residents, DianeFitzhenry. Dianehasrecently had
many learning experiencesconcerning thewilesof desert living and desert weather. It was
nice to hear some of her observances concerning the CASI Rancho site.

Therewas aneed for clearing some of the more weedy patchesin the areawhere
theVendor areaislocated. Thelarger plantswereleftinplace. Theentireareaof the CASI
property wasre-graded wherenecessary to maintainthemainroads. Intheprocess, several
bouldersweremoved to strategic placesto prevent unwanted traffic. Therewill benomore
turning off the highway at Well Creek to sneak onthe property. There are some boulders,

Lastyear, | had to maintainmy cool, but | wasappalled by thefact that acook
had gone out on the property and dug up abunch of cactus and plants and made a“ Cactus
Garden” inabigdish. | have spent over 30 yearsof my life growing cactus, mostly from
seed, and collection from established nurseries, but havelearned never toremovecacti and
desert plantsfrom their native habitat.

The rootswill rot and you have uselessly killed a piece of the ecology of
the desert. | have been walking the Rancho ever since 1990, and | observe the growth
patterns from year to year. | can understand drought and freeze, but it really hurtsto see
wanton damage from digging and vehicletraffic.

About 5 years ago, | created a section on my web site about the cacti and plants
on the Rancho. | |eft the section on the website because it began getting hitsfrom all over
theworld. Thepicturesareold, becausedigital camerasweren’t availablejust those short
years ago. But, the story isone to be revisited.

Pod donated $1,000 each year? Alamo AreaPod donated $600 thisyear by putting on an
extracookoff weekend. Itwasrainy, cold (inthe 20’ s) and we had asmall turnout for both
days, but thanks to some brave and courageous chili cooks we cleared almost enough to
pay the $600. We were about $20 short. We had to pull money from our Pod account to
pay for our other charity. Yes, it cut usalittleshort but wewill makeit. Wewill work hard
tomakeenoughin our next cookoff for the CASI Scholarship Fund to donate $1,000. Will
your Pod help? Will the Alamo Area Pod be the only $1,000 contributor?

Thoughts on Scholarship
Program Participation

Attheoutset, et methank Hut Brown and the Schol arship Committeefor thegreat
job they have done in administering and selecting our Scholarship recipients. At the
February 15" Meeting of the Board of Directors, it was noted that participation in the
National Scholarship Program has been low and that more participation should be sought
(CHN 2/22/2003). Participationtakestwoforms- funding the Scholarship Program aswell
as participating by applying to the program.

| recognize that two items directly impact on participation in the program:
awareness of the program and suitability of the timeline provided for the application
process. Recognizing that the number of scholarships available is not known until after
TICC asbeing amoot point intheadministration of theavailability of aprogram, theprime
concern was to the timeline of the application process. | have contacted the Directors of
Guidance/Counseling of seven Independent School Districts in the Piney Woods Pod's
immediate area, representing 10,048 graduating students (source-TEA).

Given the previousyears (2001, 2002) guidelines - that typically are received (pub-
lished) inmid-December, requiring aresponseback to the Schol arship Committeethrough
the Great Pepper of the sponsoring Pod by February 13- the question was posed astowhen
should theinformation bedistributed. Ms. Woodard, the Cypress-Fairbanks|SD Director
of Guidance& Counseling, provided aresponsethat wasbothfromthelargest of thesample
and also atypical of the answers received. It should be noted that none of the Districts
contacted were aware of the availability of the National Scholarship Fund Program.

Ms. Woodard' sresponsewasthat thetimeline provided by CASI isnot sufficient for
compl etion of theapplication process. Each | SD referenced the samereasoning expressed
in Ms. Woodard' s response; the students need time to compose an adequate response to
an essay type question. When you take into account the degrading timeline encountered
with any multilevel response, the problem is compounded. Ms. Woodard and the others
recommended that the information be made available to the students prior to the fall or
Thanksgiving break, giving the student two academic breaks to do justice to the essay
guestion and complete the application process.

Recognizing that it isalwayseasy to criticize, | offer thefollowing suggestionsto be
considered by the Board of Directors and the Scholarship Chairman regarding the admin-
istration of the CASI National Scholarship Fund Program:

1) Programavailability isnot dependent ontheresultsof TICC. Theprogram should
begeneralized and aprogram description devel oped and provided to the Great Peppersfor
distribution to their respective school districts. Recognizing that the sample provided
above only represents 8 of the 72 school districts in the Houston/Harris County, Texas
metroplex, distribution of information at the grass roots level by the Board of Directors
would be an unreasonable expectation. A ‘generalized’ or ‘generic’ description should be
developed for publication to the various Guidance/Counseling Directors detailing the
program’ savailability.

2 Given the implementation of the above, a current application packet should be
provided to the Great Peppers at the Great Peppers’ Meeting for distribution to their
respective school districts. A dated timelinethat isreasonablefor the student to complete
should be included with the generic cover letter for the program. A suggested submittal
dateto CASI, based on M's. Woodard’ srecommendation, would bethe end of the calendar
year.

3 Therequirement of theapplication beingforwarded throughaGreat Pepper should
beeliminated. Thisstep adds nothing to the process. A computerized report based on the
origin of applicationsreceived could provide asummary of participation.

| believethat adoption of these procedureswill put the information into the hands of
those who are responsible for administering educational assistance programs at the local
level in atimely manner for quick dissemination to their students. The cost to CASI to
implement thesechangesisinsignificant and if weimpact thefuture of onestudent that was
not previously aware of this program, then the effort and cost will have been worth it.
