Once again, hello to all from Lamar, Missouri.  Harry and I

send our holiday greetings to all. 
For many, the chili year and chili cooking are over till the spring

and others are fortunate to have indoor cookoffs in the areas where they
live or can drive to easily. Now up here in our country, we are starting

to get a few winter time cookoffs but for Harry and me, it is all over till spring. I’m having left knee
replacement on November 16th and if it is like when I had the right knee done, it will be 6 to 8 weeks
before I can drive.

Harry will have to drive the week I am in the hospital, but NO WAY am I going to turn
him loose on the Interstate to take us cooking.  Harry can mess up without even trying.  In October
we cooked in Cassville, Missouri.   He won first place and all he had on his mind was going and getting
the pickup, getting packed, and getting home to tell everyone. I had parked in a lot about a block from
the cookoff and thought surely he could go get the truck without anything happening. Well, I was
wrong and it cost me $200.00 to get out of Cassville; he drove over a whiskey bottle cutting a front
tire beyond repair.

I will have to give him credit, though, for the chili recipe that we cooked in Terlingua this
year; we both made  Pre-Finals. We were in doubt as to what type of chili to cook in Terlingua this
year since we had not been able to cook in Texas and the Southwest this summer.  On the Tuesday
night before we left for Terlingua, he went into the CASI website, www.chili.org, copied the recipes
of all the winners on the website and took bits and pieces from each to make a recipe.

I have been involved in chili cooking for 20 years now, winning Terlingua in 2000, and when
someone asks what is my secret ingredient for winning I tell them, “Start with and use good meat”.
If you use good meat, you’ll have good chili; if you use cheap meat, you’ll have poor tasting chili.

In the 19 years that we have been flying to Terlingua and other parts of the United
States, we encountered more hassle, trouble and property damage this trip than ever before.  In
NO WAY do I intend to associate religion or offend anyone with a statement in this month’s
column, but the Scripture says ‘The only way into Heaven is thru the Lord.’

Well I want to tell you if you are flying or planning on flying, the only way to the
airplane (or gooney bird as Harry calls it) is through the TSA, Transportation Security
Administration.

I have to go to the supermarket so Harry
won’t go and buy everything we don’t need.  I also have to take all the credit cards and hide
them so Harry can’t go Christmas shopping.

Getting to the first Great Peppers Meeting has taken a while,
and I will digress getting into the GP Meeting even more.  You can’t rush
history any more than you can change it.

In 1977 I started making notes at every cookoff we went to
concerning the judging, procedures, etc.  Remember, in 1977 there were
no rules.  Every cookoff did what they wanted and how they wanted.
The net result was that the chili cook was going to get screwed.  Not all
cookoffs were this way, only about 93 %.  Chili cookoffs were a no-win
situation where growth could not happen.  I, along with a few others,

could see there was a great potential for chili cookoffs to become national and international events.
This could only happen if there was some sort of organization.  I arrived at Terlingua in 1977
thoroughly ticked off and decided to organize the chili world.  1977 was probably the most pivotal
year for the chili world.  Events which took place then have resulted in it moving towards where it
is today.  I will write about that in a future article.

I continued to make notes in 1978 and wrote the first draft of the rules for cooking chili
(which I still have a copy of and it would be interesting to run in the TT or GGG one month).  In
Flatonia at the 1978 cookoff on our way to Terlingua, I reviewed the rules that I had drafted with
a lot of people involved in putting on cookoffs and others who were interested in seeing chili cookoffs
run fairly and honestly for all cooks.  I spent hours reviewing my notes with dozens of people.  Later
that day, Jan Loop rewrote my draft.  From Flatonia we went to Del Rio to party.  I woke up at 4:00
AM with the worst hangover I have ever had and could not sleep.  I got up and started typing.  These
were the first chili rules written for all chili cooks.  This was to get equality and fairness in chili judging.
(I think some rules may have been written for specific cookoffs in the past, but no one had a copy
except the cookoff where the rules applied.) Most of these rules are the same ones you cook under
today.

I reviewed the rules in Terlingua in 1978 with Frank Tolbert, Paul Smith, Dick Moore, Vann
York and Richard Knight.  Everyone agreed these rules would have to be followed at all cookoffs.
(The rules for judging chili had been published earlier in the year and I named them after Frank Tolbert.
Frank did not like rules but he liked these and accepted them, because they carried his name.)  If the
rules were not followed, points for Terlingua would not be credited.  I started keeping the points for
Terlingua and the term Tallymaster was created for C.A.S.I.  Prior to my keeping the points, they
were recorded by Hal John and Judy Wimberly of the Goat Gap Gazette.  For the new rules to work,
C.A.S.I. had to be in control of the points to make sure the rules were followed.

I have never seen and heard more bitching and moaning about rules as this created from the
promoters.  They had to start running cookoffs fair, honest, and use the same rules as everyone else.
The cooks loved the rules.

Some cookoffs tried to circumvent the rules and others flat refused to apply the rules.
Luckenbach was one of the cookoffs that would not accept the rules.  I had to be hard assed about
some of the cookoffs and would not accept them as legitimate if the rules were not applied.  Even
though Luckenbach was accepted as the Texas Ladies State Championship at that time, Kathy
Morgan refused to follow the C.A.S.I. rules.  I tried very hard to talk her into accepting the fact the
rules of chili were changing, without any luck.  I advised her in writing that this Luckenbach Cookoff
would not be recognized as a C.A.S.I. sanctioned event.  Word went out that Luckenbach would not
be recognized and sanctioned as a C.A.S.I. cookoff and no points or automatic Terlingua qualification
would be given.  For two years Luckenbach was not recognized by C.A.S.I.  This was one of the events
that led to the first Great Peppers Meeting.  It was also what led to the creation of the Southwest
Ladies State Championship.  This was Frank Tolbert’s suggestion to offset not recognizing
Luckenbach.  This cookoff is known today as the Southwest Open Championship.

I continued to take notes at cookoffs, listening to what part of the rules worked best and
those that needed to be adjusted.  Each year I amended the rules for the next chili year.  Several Great
Peppers asked for input into the rules and to discuss the state of the chili world.  Paul Smith and I
decided to hold a summit meeting for the pods to come and air their grievances.  Thus, the first Great
Peppers Meeting was born.
